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Meeting Minutes

October 26, 2009

Welcome and Introductions:

Introductions were made and the September 28th minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:

Susie Kuruvilla reported that there was $19,305 in the LCASC account (which includes both LCASC general funds and Character Matters).

Committee Reports:

1. Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force - Chief Ray Rose reported that there are 16 municipalities in Lake County that have passed the new ordinance which include Buffalo Grove, Deerfield, Lake Bluff, Gurnee, Round Lake Beach, Round Lake Park, Lakemoor, Libertyville, Lindenhurst, Riverwoods, Highland Park, Bannockburn, Barrington, Hawthorn Woods, Grayslake, and Winthrop Harbor.  There are also other municipals in Lake County looking closely at adopting the social hosting ordinance and Bruce Johnson mentioned that the Task Force spoke to the Lake County Municipal League and members of the Task Force have attended municipal board meetings to explain and provide information and resources relative to the social host ordinance.  

2. Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework -  Karen Smith reported that the STAND-UP Task Force is now in the third year of the three year strategic prevention framework grant.  Work continues on the implementation and evaluation plans for four environmental strategies to reduce underage drinking in Mundelein: (1) Implementation of Project Success, a school-based alcohol and other drug use prevention program, at Mundelein High School during the 2009-2010 school year; (2) Conducting social marketing/social norms campaigns at Mundelein High School and other designated areas in the community; (3) Supporting law enforcement’s underage drinking compliance checks by recognizing those establishments that are in compliance with gold star awards and publicity; and (4) Conducting Parent Boot Camps for Raising Healthy Teens in both English and Spanish at Mundelein High School.  This project is being funded by the Illinois Department of Human Services (IDHS) through June, 2010.  Karen shared the good news that IDHS just received the Partnerships for Success Grant through the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration.  Twenty three states applied and only three were given this very competitive funding.  The Partnerships for Success grant will allow for continued funding of the underage drinking prevention efforts in Mundelein for up to another 5 years.

3.  Communication Report- No report.

4. Sustainability Committee:  Judy Armstrong reported that the LCASC board members met earlier this month to review and discuss possible revisions to the Strategic Plan.  Judy        presented these revisions to the coalition members and reviewed the vision statement, mission statement, each goal and their objectives.   There was discussion regarding the changes that needed to be made to reflect the current times.  Judy noted these revisions on her worksheet and will send a revised copy out to the members electronically before the November meeting.   There was also discussion on funding issues.  Bruce Johnson reported NIC has made a commitment of $15,000 for the year plus Hewitt has offered for use of their facility for another event.  

Discussion regarding the direction of the LCASC:

Annual Events - Youth Summit and Annual Meeting – It was determined early on in the meeting that the LCASC Strategic Plan needed to be updated before discussion on whether to continue with an Annual Meeting and Youth Summit.  Such factors as the purpose of the annual meeting and youth summit, more participation from across Lake County, establishing a youth committee were discussed.

Select dates for 2010 meetings:

The LCASC monthly meetings in the past have occurred on the 3rd Monday of each month.  Because of the upcoming state and federal holidays early on in 2010, it was decided to move the January and February meetings to the 4th Monday of the month.  There was also discussion on whether changing location each month would encourage schools and other members from other areas of Lake County to participate in these monthly meetings.  A 2010 tentative schedule has been attached and will be finalized in November.
