I.  Breakfast was available and meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m.

II. Officer Reports

Chief Ray Rose and State Representative Kathy Ryg recognized the Mundelein After School Coalition for receiving the 2007 Governor’s Home Town Award last November at an award ceremony in Springfield (1st place in the youth involvement category).   Kathy Ryg reported that this is a statewide program in which the groups are broken down by size of their community.  Chief Rose gave a brief history on how the Mundelein After School Coalition was modeled after the LCASC.  The group meets monthly at various locations throughout Mundelein to brainstorm ideas on youth activities.  Members from the MASC were acknowledged and had the opportunity to share their success stories.  
With the 2008 Youth Summit only ten months away, Liz Nelson recommended that committee co-chairs be identified as soon as possible.  Pat Garrity and Liz Nelson reported that the co-chair responsibilities include reaching out to schools and youth serving organizations, training high school leaders, scheduling monthly meeting, recording meeting minutes, and keeping everyone connected.  Some of the obstacles from last year were finding a meeting location and time that would work best for students and adults from across Lake County as well as transportation to and from the meetings.  Judy Armstrong volunteered to organize an initial meeting for those interested in helping to plan the next youth summit.  Liz Nelson and Pat Garrity offered to write up a brief description for the youth summit co-chair positions to be distributed through the e-list for a formal request for assistance.  

Kathy Ryg reported that she would be following up on the status of the NIC proposal in January.  

Theresa Loerch distributed copies of the annual meeting evaluations and the success stories that were shared regarding their organization’s after school initiative or youth development activities.  Sharing success stories was added to this year’s annual meeting so that we can all benefit from the work being done throughout Lake County.  

III. Committee Reports

Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force – Liz Nelson reported    that 

the task force has been awarded a small grant ($500) from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration to host a town hall meeting on underage drinking. The town hall meeting will be held during the week of March 31st, as specified in the grant.   Details will follow.

There will be a networking event on January 30th for community partnerships working to reduce underage drinking at CLC’s Southlake Educational Center in Vernon Hills.  

As research committee chair for the task force meetings, Liz reported that she has been updating the LCASC website with underage drinking data,  including the county and state data from the 2006 IL Youth Survey and alcohol compliance check procedures.   This information can be accessed from our website, www.lakecountyafterschoolcoalition.org. Task force meetings are held on the 3rd Thursday of the month at 8 a.m. at the Mundelein Police Department. 

Peggy Miller reported that she and Lisa Daniels recently attended presentations for the employees of Abbott and Hewitt on the Illinois’ Graduated Driver Licensing program presented by the Secretary of State’s office and National Safety Council.  Peggy said that she had the opportunity to speak on the Alive At 25 program. Alive at 25 is a four-hour National Safety Council course offered through CLC.  It is an active, facilitative course focusing on peer pressure, decision making, and resulting consequences.  It allows teens to identify problems they actually encounter and also to offer possible solutions.  CLC is pleased to offer Alive at 25 at their campus locations and also on site at several area high schools in Lake County in conjunction with obtaining parking passes.  The course and increased community awareness are promoted as being instrumental in the effort to combat the leading cause of death for our teens, a fatal crash.

Illinois Strategic Prevention Framework Grant – Bruce Johnson reported on behalf of Karen Smith that a Task Force had been established to oversee the project and a timeline was created to include assessment of underage drinking consumption and consequence data, task-force capacity-building, community-wide strategic planning to reduce underage drinking, implementation of the strategic plan, evaluation of impact and outcomes of the strategic plan, and assuring cultural competency in efforts.
