I. Meeting called to order at 8:45 a.m.

II. Officer Reports

Bruce Johnson reported that he would extend an invitation to current and newly elected officials to be part of the Advisory Board.  
Susie Kuruvilla reported that there is currently $9,879 in the LCASC account and $8,064 in the Character Matters in Lake County account.    Theresa Loerch reported that the 2009 membership renewal notices had been sent out to our members electronically and is also available on the website www.lakecountyafterschoolcoalition.org
III. Committee Reports

Fourth Annual Meeting – Bruce Johnson reported that the LCASC Fourth Annual Meeting will be held on Thursday, April 16th at the Crowne Plaza Hotel – North Shore in Mundelein.   The planning committee has been meeting bi-monthly to review the details of the event. The save the date e-mail blast was sent on February 6th.  The e-invitation and registration and exhibitor’s forms will be sent electronically on March 9th and will also be available on the website.  The invitation and response card will be mailed out to the contact list on March 16th.  The registration form and $30 per person will be due on Thursday, April 9th.    Exhibitor’s forms are also due on Thursday, April 9th.  The committee is also discussing keynote speaker options and the program details.   More information will follow.
Youth Empowerment - Karen Smith reported that the Youth Summit Planning Team will be meeting in March to develop a follow-up survey to be e-mailed to participating school staff to evaluate the impact of the summit.
Additional Report Regarding the Northern Illinois Collaboration (NIC) -  Karen Smith reported that the second round of panel presentations will be in the third week of May.  We will be presenting at Abbott, Baxter, and Hewitt.  The focus will be on the prevention of risky behavior for students 5th through 12th grades, with special emphasis on the younger grades.  We will be looking at protective and risk factors with regard to drug/alcohol use, gang involvement, bullying, stress, and internet safety.  We are in the process of narrowing these choices and selecting the presenters.
Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force – Peggy Miller reported that the Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force, Lake County Chiefs of Police Association, and College of Lake County Judicial Services hosted a Networking Breakfast on February 19th at the College of Lake County. Over sixty people attended, including local police chiefs and executive staff, municipal leaders, coalition members, the State’s Attorney Office and youth service agencies. The purpose of the meeting, “Holding Social Hosts Responsible: An Initiative to Achieve County Wide Social Hosting Ordinances” was to present the Model Social Host Ordinance developed by the Legislative Committee of the Task Force. An environmental survey was conducted in municipalities of the county, which related to their ordinances regarding hosting a party where there was underage drinking. It was determined that there was no consistency of ordinances in language or enforcement.  This has created pockets of “safe havens” in the county where teens can go and drink.  Almost every police department has had to deal with the aftermath of underage drinking parties, including tragic and many times fatal consequences. The Task Force’s goal was to create a Social Host Ordinance that municipalities could adopt that would be consistent in nature, language and enforcement. The ordinance would hold anyone accountable for hosting an event or gathering during which underage drinking or illicit drug use is occurring. The new model will also cover not only residences, but also private and public property, hotels, banquet halls, watercraft, busses, limousines, and any other conveyances.   The goal of the committee is to have each municipality review their ordinances and adopt the model ordinance needed to provide consistency.  The ordinance, reviewed by the State’s Attorney Office, police chiefs and local prosecutors, is deemed ready to be adopted by municipalities.  In addition, Lee Roupas from the Illinois Liquor Control Commission gave a presentation on BASSET (Beverage Alcohol Sellers and Servers Educational Training) and the BASSET ordinances. He also supported the social host ordinance and recommended that all municipalities have a BASSET ordinance to train servers on proper server responsibility.
Illinois Strategic Prevention Framework Grant - Karen Smith reported that they had just completed a three day Project SUCCESS training at Mundelein High School (February 20-22). Through the SPF-SIG funds, they were able to bring in a national trainer from Tarrytown, New York - the Student Assessment Services Corporation.  About 25 people were in attendance, including staff from Mundelein High School, Nicasa, Omni, Regional Office of Education, Mundelein Police Department, and Depke’s Face-It Residential Program. Project SUCCESS is a school-based alcohol and other drug use prevention program.  Under the leadership of Mundelein High School’s Director of Student Support Services, Linda DeBolt, Project SUCCESS will be implemented as a pilot program during the next school year.  During the remainder of this school year, they will be planning the infrastructure support leading to program implementation. 

Character Matters in Lake County (CMLC) – Ashley Ward reported that the committee is currently focused on marketing the 4th Annual Excellence in Character Award program. Nomination forms for students and school staff were passed out to LCASC members and they were asked to help spread the word about the program to all Lake County schools (including public and private schools).  CMLC is requesting that the nomination forms be submitted electronically this year and has made the forms available on a new Character Matters page on the LCASC website.  The Regional Office of Education continues to be very supportive of this program and will help disseminate information to all Lake County public school principals and superintendents.  Letters will be sent to private schools across Lake County that have participated in the program in past years.  The committee will also recognize two Mundelein High School students who have been involved in the Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force initiative in Mundelein at the LCASC Annual Meeting in April.  The group is also revising the CMLC logo with the generous assistance of a CLC student and will be using this logo design on all future publications and awards bestowed by the committee.  For more information please contact Ashley Ward at Ashley@tbgfoundations.org .
