I. Meeting called to order at 8:40 a.m.

II. Officer Reports 
Theresa Loerch reported that Bruce Johnson and Roycealee Wood have reached out to local elected officials asking if they would be interested in being part of the LCASC Advisory Board.  
Susie Kuruvilla reported that the membership renewal fees have been coming in and she will have an updated report at next month’s meeting.  The 2009 membership renewal notices were sent out to our members electronically and are also available on the website www.lakecountyafterschoolcoalition.org 
III. Committee Reports

LCASC Fourth Annual Meeting Planning - Karen Smith reported that the LCASC Fourth Annual Meeting will be held on Thursday, April 16th at the Crowne Plaza Hotel - North Shore in Mundelein.  The planning committee has been meeting bi-weekly to oversee the details of the event. Committee members were thanked for their efforts. Invitations and response cards have been mailed.  The e-invitation, registration, and exhibitor’s forms were sent electronically on March 9th and are also available on the website. The Honorable Mary Schostok, Justice for the Illinois Appellate Court, 2nd Judicial District, has graciously accepted our invitation to be the keynote speaker.  The content of the program agenda was reviewed.  All members are welcome and encouraged to attend this exciting event. 
Youth Empowerment Summit Update - Karen Smith reported that the Youth Summit Planning Team developed and e-mailed a survey to school staff who attended the last summit to evaluate the impact of student participation.  Survey results regarding impact will be reported at a future meeting.

Additional Report Regarding the Northern Illinois Collaboration (NIC) - Karen Smith reported that the second round of panel presentations will be in the third week of May. We will be presenting at Abbott, Baxter, and Hewitt.  Allstate has not requested a presentation.  Allstate has a new NIC liaison with whom we will be meeting in the near future.  NIC wants the focus of these panels to be the prevention of risky behavior for students 6th through 12th grades, and what parents can do to decrease risk factors and increase protective factors. Some of these risk factors include drug/alcohol use, gang involvement, bullying, and stress, as well as handling transitions and internet safety.  NIC also requested that there be fewer presenters than the first round leaving more time for questions and answers.  To date, the presenters will be Wendy Gwaltney – Nicasa, Director of Parenting Services; Linda DeBolt - Director of Student Support Services at Mundelein High School; and Sgt. Michael Yost - Wauconda Police Department (and former School Resource Officer).

Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force – Peggy Miller reported that Stacy Vermylen and Betty Frank-Bailey from Speak UP! Prevention Coalition approached the February LCUDPTF networking breakfast with a copy of a newspaper insert (from another state) on underage drinking.  They asked those present if this would be something the task force would want to consider doing.  The response was positive and a committee was formed (within the taskforce) to execute the planning and distribution of the newspaper insert.   The 12 page newspaper insert’s target distribution date is Thursday, April 23rd (goal is to get it out before Lake County proms) reaching approximately 100,000 circulation. Additional copies are being printed for organizations’ events and direct mail pieces.  The newspaper insert will be distributed through the Lake County editions of the Chicago Tribune, News Sun, Pioneer Press and Reflejos.  (Copies will be printed in both English and Spanish.)  

Theresa Loerch reported that on March 18th, the LCASC Board members voted (12 yes, 0 no, 3 no reply) to contribute $1,000 toward the cost for publishing this newspaper insert on underage drinking.

Sponsors of the newspaper insert include:  Lake County Health Department, Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force, LEAD, Nicasa, Lake County Chiefs of Police Association, Lake County After School Coalition, Mundelein Stand-Up Task Force, Prevention First, Lake County State’s Attorney Michael J. Waller, SADD, Illinois Department of Transportation, Sunset Foods, Avon Township, Coalition for Healthy Communities, College of Lake County - Judicial Services, Community Drug Prevention Coalition, Community Partnership for Healthy Youth, Deerfield High School, Deerfield Police Department, Lake Zurich Police Department, Stevenson Community PROUD,  and Walker Financial, Inc.

Peggy Miller also reported that on Friday, May 1st State Rep. Kathy Ryg, Chief Ray Rose, Dr. Richard Keller, Christy Bishop, Karen Smith, Kim Zambole, Kaitlyn Ellett, and Khushali Rami will be participating in a live cable TV segment on underage drinking prevention entitled Underage Drinking in Lake County – not a Minor Problem  There will be discussion on the physical consequences of alcohol on the adolescent brain/body, legal consequences of underage drinking for adults and minors, social consequences of underage drinking from a youth perspective, public policy and enforcement as a strategy to reduce underage drinking, Community Coalitions & Partnerships working to reduce underage drinking, Parent Strategies in reducing underage drinking, and different strategies that are being used to help young people make healthy decisions regarding alcohol use.   Lake County TV (LCTV) will air the show live on Friday, May 1st at 11am.   Questions may be submitted to the panel before or during the show by email – underagedrinkingquestions@lakecountyil.gov.  After the live presentation, the show will be available for viewing via the Lake County website – www.lakecountyil.gov.

Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework - Karen Smith reported that the STAND-UP Task Force is working on the implementation and evaluation plans for four environmental strategies to reduce underage drinking in Mundelein:  (1) Implementation of Project Success, a school-based alcohol and other drug use prevention program at Mundelein High School during the 2009-2010 school year; (2) Conducting social marketing/social norms campaigns at Mundelein High School and other designated areas in the community which will include activities such as a student underage drinking poster contest at the high school prior to prom and graduation, and informative brochures for parents; (3) Supporting law enforcement’s underage drinking compliance checks by recognizing those establishments who are in compliance with certificates and publicity; and (4) Providing a parenting/family strengthening prevention program during the 2009-2010 school year - the Nicasa Parenting Journey.  This project is being funded by the Illinois Department of Human Services through June 2010.
Character Matters in Lake County (CMLC) – Ashley Ward reported that the committee is focused on marketing the 4th Annual Excellence in Character Award program. Nomination forms for students and school staff were faxed to the public schools by the Regional Office of Education and the private schools were notified by email.  Also, the committee will recognize three Mundelein High School students who have been involved in the Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force initiative in Mundelein at the LCASC Annual Meeting in April.  The group approved the CMLC design for the certificates, medals, and pins and is now ready to place the order.   For more information please contact Ashley Ward at Ashley@tbgfoundations.org
