Welcome and Introductions:

Introductions were made and the February 22, 2010 minutes were approved with corrections. 
Treasurer’s Report:

Currently in our treasury we have $15.379.00, of which $6100.00 is from Character Matters. We have received $2200.00 in membership dues.  If you are not sure if you have paid your dues, please check with Susie. 
Committee Reports:

Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force:

A Town Hall meeting took place on March 12, 2010 at Key Lime Cove in Gurnee.  Over 120 people attended the breakfast meeting, which was a fabulous response.  Dr. William Watson, Executive Director of Advocate Condell Trauma Center, was the keynote speaker.  He spoke of what type of accidents and injuries that they see in the ER and the effects of alcohol on brain development and what is happening to Lake County youth. We had a wide range of organizations attending, including mayors and trustees of several communities that have not previously attended.  Kim Zambole and Liz Nelson gave an update on the Illinois Youth Survey. Teens from the Mundelein Stand Up Task Force gave a presentation on what they are doing at Mundelein High School. The event was sponsored by a grant from Drug Free Communities, the Lake County Chief of Police Association, CLC Judicial Services, and Deerfield Lion’s Club.  Judy Armstrong submitted a workshop proposal to present this same program to the Illinois Municipal League Conference,
The Village of Barrington is the latest to pass the Social Hosting Ordinance on March 15, 2010. Twenty-four communities have now passed it. Some of the Mundelein HS students went to help support the Barrington HS students in getting this ordinance passed. Chief Rose praised the students and stated how important it is to get the students involved. We are hoping it will be approved by the County Board at their next regular meeting. 

Chief Rose and Kim Zambole of LCHD went to Vernon Hills High School to see a presentation of “7 Reasons to Leave the Party”. This presentation was developed by Judge Mark Drummond through the Illinois Judges Association. Justice Mary Schostok and several other Lake County judges were giving the presentation here. We have been asked in the past to support the program, but there as some issues that need to be defined and addressed first.  Initially the program was very “scare tactic” oriented. There would need to be some tweaking to make it more consistent with the UADPTF message. Chief Rose and the committee will continue to work with the judges to bring this important message to the high schools. This provides a new perspective when the judges the emphasis comes from the judges. Peggy Miller and Lisa Daniels attended the evening presentation, which included a student panel as part of the presentation.
There will be an Alcohol Enforcement Officer Training presented by Prevention First, on March 22-24, 2010, at the Mundelein Police Department. This first day of the training is designed for community members and law enforcement, focusing on collaboration with coalitions and law enforcement, community based education, policy development and media relations. Day 2 is for Law Enforcement Officers only. Topics include Compliance Check Training, Creating Sustainability in Alcohol Enforcement Programs, and Legal Considerations in Enforcing Underage Drinking Laws.  Day 3, also for law enforcement, will focus on Computer Based Intelligence Sources for Alcohol Enforcement, Source Investigations, the Role of Illinois Liquor Control Agents, and Special Events Management Events with Alcohol. Lunch will be provided on the second day. The Police Chiefs have been invited to the Round Table discussion on these topics.  
Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework:

Karen Smith reported that this is the third year of a 3 year grant. They have implemented Project Success and a Social Marketing campaign at Mundelein HS; supported law enforcement by being able to purchase a breathalyzer for the Mundelein Police Department.  They are starting to develop similar programs for Carmel Catholic HS so that both high schools have the same programs.  The goal is then to have this move down to the middle schools. The task force members, along with Linda DeBoldt are doing presentations and consultations to area groups.  They are speaking to the Exchange Club tomorrow and the Pediatric conference in May.   
Chief Rose and Karen were invited to do consultations for other communities across the state that are trying to get similar programs started. 

Karen Smith is working on the grant application from the Drug Free Communities Support Program, a federal grant through SAMSA.  It is up to $125,000 per year with funding up to 5 years, with a potential 5 years after that.  It is a dollar for dollar match grant with in-kind donations considered.  It would look at underage drinking and drug prevention.  
Character Matters:

Ashley Ward reported that they are in the process of collecting nominations for the Character Excellence Awards. Nominations are due Friday April 2nd. A second reminder was sent out last week by email.  It has been a slow start, but they usually see a rush at the last minute. The committee is asking that the principal sign the nomination form and return it. Previously, the nomination could be returned electronically. One of the concerns is that is the due date falls during spring break. Committee will consider moving the date in the future to give more time to process nominations before schools start to have their awards ceremonies. Any contact that a committee member has with school to promote this would be helpful.  
Communication Report:

Youth Summit: Say YES! to Youth Success
Youth Summit will be on April 21, 2010 and hosted by Hewitt Associates. Our target is to have twenty community organizations to participate; Organization should send at least 2 staff and 3 youth. Hewitt will provide a motivational speaker for the event. They will also be providing lunch. Transportation to Hewitt will be the responsibility of the community group. Gary Pickens worked on the campaign materials for the tool kit. It is based on what was done in Waukegan a few years ago and is very easy to replicate.  Each participating group will get a tool kit to take with them. Diane Tarello will be the contact person for registrations. We will have a Laughter Coach from the Cancer Centers of America. Karen outlined the schedule for the day. 
Pat Garrity passed out the timeline for the Say Yes to Success Campaign and outlined how groups would be able to organize and implement programs. The teams will meet with Waukegan teams who have done this previously. They will get a Say Yes to Youth Success Campaign Tool Kit. They will get a hard copy of the kit and a flash drive with the tool kit on it.  The teams will be assigned a Lake County After School Coalition member to facilitate the groups’ efforts and consultation through the campaign. We would need about 10 facilitators for the 20 groups. This will create an opportunity for communities to share information on their accomplishments and to get people to know what is going on in their communities. Throughout the year the communities and youth would be highlighted on the LCASC website.  The week of October 10th has been tentatively selected at the week for honoring kids, schools etc.  Pat will check to make sure that this is not the same week of Red Ribbon Week. There is a budget of approximately $3000 from the NIC funding and LCASC Treasury funds. Any input on promotional items and quantity is welcome.  Currently we are looking at window clings, stickers and tray liners. A second campaign training meeting could be held if there is the need to reach more communities.

Annual Meeting:

May 4, 2010 is the date for the Annual Meeting at the DoubleTree Hotel, formerly the Crowne Plaza, in Mundelein. It is a breakfast meeting, from 8 am- 11 am. The cost of the breakfast is $30.00 per person.  An email Save the Date has been sent out. Email invitations and hard copy invitations will be sent out by March 25th.  Peggy Miller will handle the invitations. Diane Tartello of Nicasa will handle the rsvps.  CLC will cover up to 20 students and teachers that would want to attend. 
The agenda will be similar to last year. Kathy Ryg will be our key note speaker. Connie Willegal will act as Master of Ceremonies. Nominations for Board of Directors will need to be received by April 4, 2010. It was suggested that an ad hoc committee by convened to look at changes in the by-laws, particularly the terms of office.  Chief Rose appointed Connie Willegal as chair; Shirley Christian and Karen Smith agreed to serve also. Action item: We need additional members to serve on this committee. 
New Business:
Ray and Judy met with Wendy Chill from the Illinois Center for Violence Prevention- After School Alliance.  They have proposed legislation titled “Act Now! Afterschool for Children and Teens” to ensure that all Illinois children have the opportunity to attend an afterschool program. They are asking for our support for this legislation and to attend a conference on April 12, 2010 at the Chicago Cultural Center. This program is similar to Teen Reach in North Chicago.  It plans to take the concept of Teen Reach and replicate it across the state. There is a Senate and House Bill, The Senate Bill has been approved. The part that is missing is the funding. There is no resistance from the legislators. When there is funding available, it will go to the member groups.  Chief Rose moved that we support the ACT Now! legislation efforts. Connie Willegal seconded.  The motion passed.
Voices for Illinois Children- North Shore will be sponsoring an evening event on the impact of the state budget on community groups, agencies and families at the CLC Southlake Campus the end of April or the beginning of May. They have asked us to support their efforts for this event. Margaret Resnick moved that the After School Coalition support he Voices for Illinois Children event. Shirley Christian seconded. The motion passed.
