Welcome and Introductions:

Welcome and Introductions were made. 
Treasurer’s Report:  No Report
Committee Reports:  
Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force:

The Lake County Board passed the Social Hosting Ordinance for unincorporated Lake County. The Board elected to increase the fine to up to $1000.00 for each offense.
The UDPTF received a grant providing 40 hours of technical support with an evaluator to evaluate the Social Hosting Ordinance process.  Chief Rose and Kim Zambole of LCHD have been asked to present at the National Enforcing Underage Drinking Laws Leadership Institute in Anaheim, CA in August 2010. The grant will pay for one half of one registration. It is estimated that it would cost about $1500 for the Chief and Kim to attend the Institute.  Peggy Miller asked the Coalition to consider a proposal of $500 from the Coalition towards these expenses. CLC will contribute $500 and suggested that the LCCPA may be asked for $500. She is not sure where we stand on the finances or what the protocol is for requesting this type of funding. Discussion on what would be the benefits of attending the Institute and what would be the protocol and parameters for this. It was determined that more information was needed before a decision could be made. 
Karen Smith stated that there was to be a separate meeting for finances and we should have a better idea of how to determine this type of request after that meeting. 

Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework:

Karen Smith reported that June is the end of the 3 year grant. There is another grant that has been received that could be for 5 years. We are waiting to see what the results for from the Illinois Youth Survey are, if there is a change from Year 1 to Year 3.  Mundelein HS had dramatic positive changes. Chief Rose and Karen Smith were invited to do consultations for other grantee communities across the state which are trying to get similar programs started. They visited Woodford and Carroll counties. These were very rural communities. Karen presented the public health issues and Chief Rose spoke to the legal aspects. One 17 year old girl spoke about how important this movement is and how she sees her community affected by it. The Police Chiefs and mayors also commented that they weren’t sure about the social hosting ordinances, but now they will consider it.  At both events students were present, and Karen and the Chief were well received.
The grant application from the Drug Free Communities Support Program has been submitted. This is a federal grant through SAMSA.  It is up to $125,000 per year with funding up to 5 years, with a potential 5 years after that.  It is a dollar for dollar match grant with in-kind donations considered.  It would look at underage drinking and drug prevention. It is a very competitive grant, so she is not sure whether we will receive it. Lake Forest and Zion have also applied.  There can be more than one grant in a county.
Character Matters:

Ashley Ward reported 71 people were nominated, 42 students and 29 staff. The amount of nominations was one more than last year, but the number of adults was up and the number of students was down. Next year the committee needs to focus on how to get more student nominations. Mrs. Roycealee Wood will sign the certificates and then they will be distributed to the students. Schools usually present the award at their awards programs. Ashley thanked all of members of the committee for their work, especially Jessie Santana for collecting all the information and inputting it into a spreadsheet.  Rep. Carol Sente will send out letters of congratulations to all the recipients. They will use the website to highlight the comments that were made about the nominees.  There was a broad representation from across the county.  Amy Pukal suggested a way to increase the student nominations would be to contact the after school programs for nominations. Ashley said that they were planning to do that.  We need to think about how we could do that and so it reflects the mission of the LCASC.  
Communication Report:

Youth Summit: Say YES! to Youth Success
Youth Summit was held on April 21, 2010 and hosted by Hewitt Associates. This was a huge collaboration. We had 136 participants with 75 youth attending, representing 34 organizations.  14 organizations were instrumental in this effort. And this is something to be very proud of. Dianne Baldi summarized the evaluations; 88 evaluations were turned in, 38 thought it was excellent, 28 thought it was good, 17 thought is was average. There was a split because the youth summit focus was different.  Instead of total focus on youth, it was more about a social marketing campaign. So there was as wide variety of comments.  

The challenge is how is the LCASC going to participate in keeping in touch and making Say Yes to Success happen the week of Oct. 10, 2010. And how to get those members that were not there to implement this in their own organizations. There are extra binders, thanks to Gary Pickens and Pat Garrity, of this excellent replication manual.  We need to strategize on how to get the synergy going through the week of Oct. 10th.   Amy Pukal reported that one of the students from Waukegan High School was so excited afterward about the day, stating” I have been waiting for something like this!” The students were very excited to get started. 
There are plenty of stickers and window clings available and binders are also available. 

We need to have a contact person for each group and follow up to see what each group will be doing. We need to have someone in charge of press. A media advisory was sent out, but no one was there.  We need someone to monitor the poster contest and the nominations.  There are ways to group this so that the work doesn’t fall on the youth committees.  Who will be in charge of the website?  Judy suggested that there be a community contact person. Whatever follow up we do, the groups need to know what other groups that attended are doing, so that they could contact those groups in their community
Karen will work with Diane and Peggy to develop an email that could list all of the contact persons and other organizations and all of our partners.  Karen also suggested that tat the August meeting we do a mini training to gear up for October. 
Gary pointed out that the window clings were not printed up with the Spanish logo. He said that maybe we consider a reprint of the clings with the Spanish title. This may or may not be an issue. Del Parra said it depends who are market it is, youth or adult. Several ideas on how to add stickers in Spanish were discussed.

Judy Armstrong wanted to remind everyone that when Kathy Ryg left she stepped in as Interim Chair, but at the Board of Director’s meeting we need to elect a new Co-Chair. .Judy said it is an excellent opportunity to do wonderful work.  

New Business:
Strategic planning is the focus of the next meeting.  At the time the strategic plan was finalized, events such as the Town Hall Meeting, Say Yes to Success and the Annual Meeting were forth coming and the development of the plan was tabled.   It is important that we get back to the planning as we had indicated.
Discussion of having a June meeting and it was decided that at this point we would meet in June.
