I. Meeting called to order at 8:40 a.m.

II. Officer Reports 
Chief Ray Rose reported that the legislative committee of the Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force (LCUDPTF) is continuing to work on local and state levels regarding social host laws. These laws will allow local jurisdictions to cite the host of a party if they had knowledge of or condoned the party regardless if it can be proven that they provided the alcohol. About six municipalities have passed a stronger or new ordinance and several more are in the process.
Susie Kuruvilla reported that there is currently $12,144 in the LCASC account and $8,064 in the Character Matters in Lake County account.    The 2009 membership renewal notices are available on the website www.lakecountyafterschoolcoalition.org. Susie suggested forming a committee to put together a budget outline.  Several members will meet before the next meeting to review the by-laws, discuss a budget outline, and seek out other funding opportunities for the coalition.  Gary Pickens also suggested revisiting the concept of strengthening the sustainability committee.  
III. Committee Reports

Recap of the LCASC Fourth Annual Meeting Planning – Bruce Johnson reported that the final count was 151 attendees for the LCASC Fourth Annual Meeting which was held on Thursday, April 16th at the Crowne Plaza Hotel - North Shore in Mundelein.   Peggy Miller and JoAnn Jakubowski indicated that the data from evaluation and comment cards was being compiled.   
There was discussion of the lack of media attention to the positive events that were happening in the community.  Jennifer Tempest Bova talked about the changes occurring in the media.  There was a suggestion to reach out with a facebook page or through school newsletters.  Claudia Kasten suggested a multi-layer approach which would include newspapers, cable, and electronic means.  Jennifer Tempest Bova offered to chair a newly formed ad-hoc committee to address new methods of communication.    
Youth Empowerment Summit - Karen Smith reported that the Youth Summit Planning Team developed and e-mailed a survey to attending school staff to evaluate the impact of summit participation.  To date, only one school has returned the survey.  The Youth Summit Planning Team will meet during the summer months to discuss recommendations for a 2009 Youth Empowerment Summit or alternate strategies to reach out to youth.  NIC funding availability for 2009 is significantly reduced from 2008.  On the positive side, Abbott, Baxter Healthcare, Inc., and Hewitt Associates will again sponsor the LCASC even though they indicated in 2008 it would be a one-time donation only.  NIC is pleased with the relationship and services provided by the LCASC. 

Northern Illinois Collaboration - Karen Smith reported that the second round of panel presentations will be in the third week of May. Presentations will be at Abbott, Baxter Healthcare, Inc., and Hewitt Associates. NIC wanted the focus of these panels to be prevention of risky behavior for students 6th through 12th grades, and what parents can do to decrease risk factors and increase protective factors. Some of these risk factors include drug/alcohol use, gang involvement, bullying, and stress, as well as handling transitions and internet safety.  NIC also requested fewer presenters than the first panel and more time for questions and answers.  The presenters for these panels are Wendy Gwaltney - Nicasa Coordinator of Parenting Services, Linda DeBolt - Director of Student Support Services at Mundelein High School, Sgt. Michael Yost - Wauconda Police Department (and former School Resource Officer), and Karen Smith- Nicasa Director of Organizational Development.
Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force – Chief Ray Rose reported that on May 1st a panel of task force members was featured on LCTV for a live cable TV segment on underage drinking prevention entitled Underage Drinking in Lake County – not a Minor Problem.  The panel was coordinated by Kim Zambole, Lake County Health Department, based upon the first NIC panel presentations on Underage Drinking Prevention.  Panel members included Christy Bishop, Kaitlyn Ellett (Mundelein High School student), Dr. Richard Keller, Chief Ray Rose, Kushali Rami (Mundelein High School student), Karen Smith, and Kim Zambole.  Rep. Kathy Ryg served as the host for the program, addressing both panel members and live viewer call-ins. 
The cable show included the panel discussion of the physical consequences of alcohol on the adolescent brain/body, legal consequences of underage drinking for adults and minors, social consequences from a youth perspective, public policy, enforcement, community coalitions and partnerships as a strategy for reducing underage drinking, strategies for parents to reduce underage drinking, and examples of strategies that are being implemented to help young people make healthy decisions regarding alcohol use. Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework - Karen Smith reported that the STAND-UP Task Force is working on the implementation and evaluation plans for four environmental strategies to reduce underage drinking in Mundelein: (1) Implementation of Project Success, a school-based alcohol and other drug use prevention program, at Mundelein High School during the 2009-2010 school year; (2) Conducting social marketing/social norms campaigns at Mundelein High School and other designated areas in the community; (3) Supporting law enforcement’s underage drinking compliance checks by recognizing those establishments that are in compliance with certificates and publicity; and (4) Providing a parenting/family strengthening prevention program during the 2009-2010 school year - the Nicasa Parenting Journey.  This project is being funded by the Illinois Department of Human Services (IDHS) through June, 2010.  The IDHS project administrators conducted a site visit to Mundelein and Nicasa on April 9th which included attending a STAND-UP meeting.  The visit went very well and our efforts and accomplishments have received top ratings.

 Character Matters in Lake County (CMLC) – Gary Pickens reported that to date the committee has received 70 nominations for the 4th Annual Excellence in Character Award program (including 25 staff and 45 students).  The certificates and medals and lapel pins for students and school staff were mailed out last week.  Students received a certificate recognizing good character and a medal; the school staff received a certificate and lapel pin.
