Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force:

Kim Zambole, LCHD, and Chief Forester, Antioch PD, are presenting at the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) and Underage Drinking Enforcement Training Center (UDETC) Leadership Institute in Anaheim, CA.  This will be the third year that UDPTF has been a part of this Leadership Institute.  They will be presenting the processes and implementation of the Social Hosting Ordinance and its effectiveness. Illinois has been picked as one of several states that will be recognized for their success at the OJJDP/UDETC Conference in August. The LCUPDTF will also be featured on the UDETC website and newsletter detailing the processes and success of the Task Force and in particular the Mundelein students that were a part of the process. 
Liz Nelson, LCHD, and Deputy Terry Vandergrift, Lake Zurich PD, will be presenting a panel on Social Hosting Ordinances in Lake County at the Illinois Municipal League Conference on September 25, 2010 at the Hilton Chicago on Michigan Ave. 
Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework Grant:

Karen Smith reported that the ILSPFG grant is complete and was very successful.  The statistics garnered from the grant will now be used to implement the new Partnership for Success grant.  The new grant will focus on social marketing strategies and working with the Mundelein Police. They will look at the arrests associated with the Social Hosting Ordinance, what were the conditions of the arrests and how to continue to address the issues through community education to the public. Youth Summit: Say YES! to Youth Success

NIC Funding
Karen Smith reported the LCASC received $15,000 from Abbott Labs and Hewitt and Associates. She acknowledged our gratitude to them for this unsolicited funding.  She developed a proposal for the Board on how to best use these funds to build organizational capacity and sustainability and to be able to meet the needs of our corporate sponsors. 

She outlined the proposal utilizing the funding to cover costs for administrative support from Nicasa and the Mundelein Police Department. In addition, the funding would cover some of the costs of professional development training.  This would cover 3 four hour trainings on such topics as Best Practices of Effective Afterschool Programs, Effective Leadership, and Strategies for Effective Stakeholder Collaboration.  If anyone has any suggestions of speakers or topics, please let her know. She also gave a list of suggested topics for the monthly meetings.
