Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force:

Next meeting is October 20 at the Mundelein PD. 
On October 12, 2011, The LCUDPTF was honored with the Enrique Camarena Award, “One Person Can Make A Difference”, at the annual rally held at the College of Lake County. Chief Ray Rose and Kim Zambole, co chairs of the Task Force were present to receive the award.

Peggy Miller and Lisa Daniels attended the Illinois Liquor Control Commission’s College Town Hall meeting in Bloomington. Discussed was the use of social media to promote a large and unsanctioned weekend of drinking at Illinois State University. With coordination and cooperation from the police, university administration, city councils and local liquor establishments they were able to dramatically reduce the impact of the event.

At the October 6, 2011 meeting, students from Mundelein and Carmel Catholic High Schools presented the highlights of their past year of programming and success. There was a large group of interested attendees, including the Mundelein trustees, the Village manager and other community groups.  The students presented their goals and projects for the upcoming year. 
Character Matters
No Report
Presentation: Rachel’s Challenge
Chief Rose spoke of the how the Board of Directors has met over the summer to discuss the forward movement of the LCASC.  We want to look each quarter what is the hot topic in the community, what is available that we can be a resource for; to make the transition from talk to action.  Our first topic will be on bullying. This is affecting all communities. Claudia Kasten of SAO hosted a very well received seminar on bullying in September, with a former Miss America as the keynote speaker. 
On that note, Principal Christopher Willeford of West Oak Middle School, students and staff presented how Rachel’s Challenge has been utilized.  Rachel’s Challenge was founded by Darrell Scott, father of Rachel Scott. Rachel was the first victim killed at the Columbine School shooting.  After her death, her diary was found. She wrote of how she wanted to touch a million hearts. Rachel was an outstanding person who believed in the good of people.  Rachel’s philosophy was that of a chain reaction; the need to accept differences.
Mundelein schools decided to provide the Challenge to all four schools, but the program was very expensive. Mundelein Police and other community organizations helped to defray some of the costs.   First, the children viewed videos of the shootings, saw interviews of the survivors and then heard the 911 calls. A lot of time was spent building the program in order to get an understanding of the depth of the tragedy.  Trained presenters were brought in from Columbine to facilitate all four schools, all students 6th grade and up were trained along with the project sponsors. An evening meeting was held for the community to understand the program. 
The Mundelein school district feels very strong about this program.  It is part of the student handbook and part of the Principal’s message. It is a good program, but not a silver bullet.  It needs to be part of a collaborative effort.  The schools were able to start a chain reaction, but now need to maintain it. There are follow up programs, but again there is a cost to them. 

The schools have seen a definite effect in discipline reports.  Students are talking to each other more. Students sent thank you cards; thousands of them were sent and received.  Students want to reach out to the community. They plan to collect pop tabs for Advocate Condell and are planning a 5K walk in the spring with the proceeds going to a community agency.  Businesses are also promoting Rachel’s Challenge.
