Mundelein STAND-UP - Strategic Prevention Framework
Karen Smith reported that STAND-UP has now entered its third year of the three year grant.  Much has been accomplished, particularly in the areas of community capacity building, community-wide assessment, and strategic planning.  She complimented all the members of the Task Force on a job well done.

Karen also distributed the STAND-UP Task Force’s new publication, “What’s Up with Mundelein Youth?”  It reports the past 30 day alcohol use rates and binge drinking rates for 2008 and 2009, based upon the self-report of approximately 2500 students each year (grades 6, 8, 10 and 12).  The brochure also cites underage drinking research facts and what can be done to prevent underage drinking. 

She also reported that the STAND-UP Task Force is working on the implementation and evaluation plans for four environmental strategies to reduce underage drinking in Mundelein: (1) Implementation of Project Success, a school-based alcohol and other drug use prevention program, at Mundelein High School during this new  2009-2010 school year; (2) Conducting social marketing/social norms campaigns at Mundelein High School and other designated areas in the community through a seven pillar strategy addressing seven key events where underage drinking may be increased (Homecoming, Halloween, Winter Holidays, Valentine’s Day, Spring Break, Prom, and Graduation).  There is also various involvement planned by Task Force members at key community events to spread the message that underage drinking is not o.k; (3) Supporting law enforcement’s underage drinking compliance checks by recognizing those establishments who are in compliance with a Mundelein Police Department/STAND-UP Gold Star Award (window cling) and publicity through press releases; and (4) Providing a parenting program with a prevention focus during the 2009-2010 school year - an adaptation of the Nicasa Parenting Journey which is called Boot Camp for Raising Teens. Four different two hour sessions will be offered during the school year on standard and hot topics of interest to parents.  Sessions will be offered in both English and Spanish.   
Karen stated that the Task Force is in the process of looking at sustainability strategies both operational and financial.  They are hoping that Illinois receives the SAMHSA “Partnerships for Success” grant and that STAND-UP could be a sub-recipient.  This award will be given to three states to help fund the continued work of current SPF-SIG’s and could provide for funding for up to an additional five years.  We also want to look at applying for the Drug Free Communities grant in the Spring.  STAND-UP is also looking at ways to integrate its work within the activities of the LCASC, LCUDPTF, and MASC (the Mundelein After School Coalition).  

Northern Illinois Collaboration

NIC (Abbott, Baxter Healthcare, and Hewitt Associates) has provided some funding again for this year - significantly less than what was funded last year.  Rep. Ryg, Chief Rose and Bruce Johnson have been meeting to look at how to best allocate that funding to meet both the needs of NIC and the LCASC.  This decision-making will include whether or not we will be hosting a Youth Summit this year.  We will keep the LCASC informed of decision-making progress.
