Minutes

· Judy Armstrong opened the meeting and mentioned there will be a small group today.

· Peggy Miller is out ill, and Lisa Daniels is taking minutes for her.

· Chief Ray Rose is busy today meeting with State Senator Millner and State Representative Sente.
· Our guests today are Dr. Catherine Finger, Superintendent of District 127 (Grayslake Central and North High Schools), and Dr. Scott Fech, Principal of Grayslake North High School.
· Dr. Fech gave a presentation to those present on Rachel’s Challenge.  It is based upon Rachel Joy Scott’s Five Challenges (from Columbine High School), and it is hopeful that the impact of the student-driven endeavor should carry forward from the schools into the community at large.  (See PowerPoint slides/accompanying handout for details.)

Presentation Comments

· Judy requested that Rachel’s Challenge meetings not to be held in the future on Monday evenings due to a conflict with The Village of Round Lake Board meetings.

· Dr. Finger acknowledged that meeting conflicts are sometimes unavoidable and suggested some local outreach presentations after running the idea by the students.  (The students also should provide more advanced notice of scheduled meetings in the future.)
· Shirley Christensen acknowledged the great school spirit and the strength of the PSP (Public Service Practicum) at both campuses.

· Dr. Finger mentioned a 70% involvement rate in extracurricular activities and the value of the two high school system.  She formerly was affiliated with Libertyville and Vernon Hills High Schools as well.
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· Margaret Resnick asked to know more about PSP.  It is a social-studies elective.   A student may take it one time and then have a chance to repeat it as a peer leader in order to foster continuity.
· Judy suggested a joint youth-driven bullying summit in the upcoming spring months.
· The messages being provided are positive ones (treating others with kindness) rather than negative ones (anti-bullying).  Hopefully, this will lead to preventing bullying incidents faster.  It is too soon to measure effectiveness at this point.

· Dr. Finger mentioned the concept of changing culture.  They also use Erica’s Lighthouse for teen-suicide prevention and Operation Click for traffic safety at this time.  (She mentioned before the meeting that College of Lake County’s Alive at 25 may be considered again in the future.)
· Judy asked for the price of the Rachel’s Challenge speaker they highly recommend.  The price was not immediately known.  This speaker may be another idea for us to fund for interested schools in the county.

· Margaret mentioned the impact of positive coaching on her daughter’s soccer team and the difference it has made.
· There is no report today from Chief Rose.

· Sherri Ditzek (sp) and Jeff Prickett have been elected to our Board of Directors.

· A regular meeting schedule for the fourth Tuesday of every month has been established (with the exception of December, July, and August).

· There is no minutes/secretary’s report since Peggy is out.  Minutes will be sent out soon through Cynthia Peart.
· There is no treasurer’s report since Susie Kuruvilla is out (no treasury changes anticipated, however).

· Judy will ask Cynthia to send out meeting reminders a few days prior (probably on Thursdays) along with the most recent meeting minutes and an agenda.

· Judy passed out a program from the recent Nicasa Angel Ball honoring Chief Rose.  She later requested that it become a part of our permanent records.
