Committee Reports
Lake County Underage Drinking Prevention Task Force:

The LCUPDTF goals are to have consistent adoption and enforcement of the Social Hosting Ordinance throughout the county in regards to underage consumption of alcohol.  

There was no committee meeting in August. Kim Zambole, LCHD, and Chief Jim Forester, Antioch PD, presented at the OJJDP Leadership Institute in Anaheim CA Liz Nelson, LCHD and Deputy Chief Terry Vandergrift presented the Social Hosting Ordinance project on a panel at the Illinois Municipal League Conference in Chicago. Judy was also on the panel. Judy spoke to an attorney in attendance and followed up with him.  He said he was going to contact all the municipalities that he represents to have them look at adopting the ordinance. The Mayor of Galesburg was impressed with the presentation and is forming a coalition on underage drinking prevention.  Chief Ray Rose and Karen Smith will be promoting the Social Hosting Ordinance to Tazewell County at the end of October.  

Partnership for Success

Mundelein received a Federal Drug Free Communities grant that will focus on underage drinking and marijuana use. This grant is renewable up to 5 years and expands on the work of the STAND UP Task Force.  They are looking to create a replicable model for prevention measures. This is in line with the LCASC Strategic Plan goals. 
Character Matters:

Ashley Ward reported that forty-four students and twenty-eight staff members where the 2010 recipients of the Excellence in Character Award. All of the recipients that received this distinguishing award came from grade schools, middle schools, and high schools from across Lake County.  The honored recipients were presented during their school’s year-end programs with a certificate; the students received medals and the staff members received lapel pins.  Ashley suggested that we visit the website and view the wonderful comments that were made about the staff and student nomination forms. Gary Pickens will have the nomination advertised in the ROE newsletter. He stated that all the materials had previously been sent to the principals. 
Youth Summit: Say YES! To Youth Success

Villages are pursuing resolutions to declare Say YES! To Youth Success campaign kick-off week is October 10-15, 2010.  The Lake County Board passed a resolution for October 10th.  The tool-kits are available at the LCASC website.  There are at least 8 area coordinators that are in place.  Barrington and Gurnee both have their own website.  North Chicago and Waukegan submitted 2 poster entries. LCHD had 50 of the posters made up for distribution. They are still taking nominations. There have been 2 open houses in North Chicago for parents and ideas were given out on what to do with their students.  Freemont Library in Mundelein is doing bookmarks, with reading lists on the back. One of the Round Lake banks asked for copies of all the materials, including clings, stickers, etc. and will announce Say Yes to Youth Success clings to put out at their locations.

New Business

Approval of Disposition of Nicasa plan for programming and budgeting of NIC grant.

Karen Smith reported the LCASC received $15,000 from Abbott Labs and Hewitt and Associates. She acknowledged our gratitude to them for this unsolicited funding.  She developed a proposal for the Board on how to best use these funds to build organizational capacity and sustainability and to be able to meet the needs of our corporate sponsors. 

She outlined the proposal utilizing the funding to cover costs for administrative support from Nicasa and the Mundelein Police Department. In addition, the funding would cover some of the costs of professional development training.  This would cover 3 four hour trainings on such topics as Best Practices of Effective Afterschool Programs, Effective Leadership, and Strategies for Effective Stakeholder Collaboration.  Suggestions for these workshops would look at coalition building and sustainability. Originally, Karen had indicated that she would be able to put in the time to coordinate the programs, meetings and annual meeting, but since Nicasa has received the Drug Free Communities Grant, she no longer has the capacity to do that.  

Suggestions of other topics to look at are the issues that are basic to afterschool programs such as transportation or nutrition were made.  It was noted that United Way of Lake County gave an excellent presentation on Education and the challenges that the education system is facing and what they are addressing.  There is a link on their website www.uwlakeco.org for the video. Also on You Tube, the video Shift Happens, is also an excellent video looking at the lack of education and how that affects the US. 

Judy entertained a motion to adopt the concepts of the proposal, that the additional funds be distributed to the organizations that are doing the bulk of the work and the idea of monthly presentations and the professional development. Exact topics could be determined later, but Judy would like consensus on the outline as presented.  Show of hands indicated that members agree with the concepts of the proposal. No motion was made to accept the funding proposal. 

We should have PowerPoint presentations that have been given available on the web for those agencies that are unable to attend meetings with hand-outs.

Formation of Committee as called for in By-Laws

We will be looking at reestablishing the committees as determined in our by-laws at the October meeting to plan for the future with a vision for growth. The committees are the Youth Advisory Committee, Strategic Planning, and Assessment.  Judy passed a list around to sign up today if you know which committee you are interested in.

Girl Scouts of Greater Chicago and Northwest Indiana 

The Girl Scouts of Greater Chicago and NW Indiana is the largest Girl Scout Council in the world. Connie Willegal reported that in 2012 Girl Scouts will be celebrating their 100th Anniversary.  We are a leadership based organization; we help girls become leaders.  There are no geographic boundaries to where Girl Scouts can go and how they can reach girls.  Connie Willegal stated that wherever girls are involved, Girl Scouts should be at the table.  Girl Scouts currently has approximately 85,000 girls and 24,000 volunteers.  We are involved in many after school programs.  Our program gives girls access to activities that focus on science and technology, financial literacy, and healthy living. One of their big initiatives is the STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Math). All programs are outcome based. They have been able to have the support of corporations. One program that was highlighted was Safe Teen Driver, funded by Geico Insurance.
